Manufactured from eucalyptus and pine trees grown on responsibly managed plantations in Uruguay, Lumin plywood is fully CE2+ certified and produced in a state-of-the-art mill which operates to the ISO 14001 standard.
Ben Gunneberg, Secretary General of the PEFC Council, said: “Weyerhaeuser has become the first forest owner in Uruguay to have achieved certification to a nationally agreed and internationally endorsed standard for their forest management practices. This sets an important example for other forest owners and allows Weyerhaeuser to benefit from the credibility of PEFC certification, enabling the company to effectively communicate the sustainability credentials of Lumin plywood to customers.”

PEFC certification for Lumin plywood is the latest in a long line of investments by Weyerhaeuser to pioneer sustainable forestry and improve the sustainability of global product supply. The most recent of these was the doubling of production volume at the Uruguayan plant – with well over 50% of product destined for the European market. 

John Guerin, European Managing Director, commented: “Third party certification is arguably the only way to truly prove a product’s environmental credentials. PEFC certification comes at a time when we are striving to strengthen existing customer relationships whilst extending our pan-European distribution network – I have no doubt PEFC will lend great support to these efforts.”  

Lumin is supplied in a choice of eucalyptus or pine faced plywood and 14 different grades, which include: CDX, CCX PTS, BCX with tropical replacement panels (TRP) a key grade for the future. The broad span of grades makes Lumin plywood suited to most applications, particularly residential structural and non-structural requirements, concrete forming, furniture, cabinet, millwork and flooring.
