Weyerhaeuser Doubles Lumin™ Volume into Europe 
International forest products company, Weyerhaeuser, will be doubling the volume of Lumin™ plywood it ships to Europe in 2011, following the completion in January of a significant investment programme in the company’s South American operations. Based in Uruguay, the Lumin plywood mill has benefitted from extensive expansion which will enable Weyerhaeuser to double product production – with well over 50% of this destined for the European market.  
Part of a long term development strategy, the latest investment in Uruguay reaffirms Weyerhaeuser’s commitment to driving forward sustainable forestry and to improving the sustainability of global product supply. Responding to the popularity of Lumin plywood in Europe, where the range of competitive and certified wood products has been widely adopted, Weyerhaeuser has directed increased supply to meet continued demand in this market. All Lumin product distributed throughout Europe is fully FSC certified, with PEFC certification expected later in 2011. 
Commenting on Weyerhaeuser’s commitment to the European market, John Guerin, European Commercial Director, said: “Since its launch just a year ago, Lumin plywood has been readily adopted throughout Europe for a wide range of construction and interior applications. Practising what we preach, to ensure continued sustainability of supply we have invested heavily in the infrastructure and operations in Uruguay and committed a high proportion of the increased volume to Europe. 

“With ambitious growth plans as we head into 2011, the expansion will enable us to strengthen existing customer relationships, broaden the Lumin offering and extend product availability by further developing our pan-European distribution network.”
Weyerhaeuser has over 140,000 land hectares of eucalyptus and pine plantations, using trees from this sustainably managed resource to produce Lumin plywood. Focused on a long term timberlands strategy, Weyerhaeuser will be able to increase plantation capacity further in the future, in line with growing market demand. 
John continues: “As the plantations mature over the coming years, we will be able to deliver to market higher grades of Lumin plywood. Already well received in the market with the range of grades that is available, as the product portfolio develops we expect popularity to further increase.” 

Manufactured in a state-of-the-art mill which operates to the ISO 14001standard  and has FSC Chain of Custody, Lumin plywood is supplied in a choice of eucalyptus or pine faced plywood and 14 different grades, including: CDX, CCX PTS, BCX with tropical replacement panels (TRP) a key grade for the future. 
The broad span of grades makes Lumin plywood suited to most applications, particularly residential structural and non-structural requirements, concrete forming, furniture, cabinet, millwork and flooring. 

Weyerhaeuser is among the most important employers in Uruguay, playing a pivotal role in the socio-economic development of the country. In recognition of the positive economic impact Weyerhaeuser’s investments have had on the interior of Uruguay and its regional economies, these were highlighted as ‘Projects of National Interest’ in 1999 and 2006.
